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Subject(s): English
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Plot Development/Character Goals
Grade Level: 10th
Materials: Note paper, pen, thinking skills, group-work skills
Summary (and Rationale):  The students will construct a character goal chart, in groups, in order to analyze plot themes and analyze the goals of each individual character as a means to establish motive and begin analyzing character intentions. By doing this the students will be able to argue intent and better identify plot development and perhaps even attempt to foreshadow to novel. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): For the first few minutes of class, we will start by dividing the class into groups. I will then ask the groups to volunteer what they know about characters and plot development. I want them to tell me what they know about different types of characters, for instance, how does the protagonist differ from the antagonist? We will have gone over these things in the weeks prior. 
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Assessments

	The students will be able to identify key themes and indicators of plot. The students will be able to identify the different kinds of characters in a work as well as analyze their motives and part in the plot development in order to facilitate their discussions of character analysis and attempt to foreshadow the end of the novel. 
	The students will be assessed by the charts that they complete in their individual groups as well as a unit test that will follow at the end of the week that tests their knowledge of the characteristics that they developed as well as what we covered in class.   


III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance): In a group, students develop a chart to track the goals and whether or not those goals are achieved for a major character in a novel, play, short story, or history lesson. The chart should include the following:

· Five to ten goals of the character

· Classification of goals: short-term or long-term, meaningful or not, how attained or why failed, impact on self and others.

· Page where the goal is found and page where goal is attained or denied.

· Page where the goal is explained.

Organization and readability; clear labels and headings. I will monitor the class during their time in groups and facilitate in any way possible. I want the students to draw their own conclusions and use each other for support and will ask them to consult me only when the group as a whole cannot come to an effective conclusion first. 
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IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): Once the groups have finished their individual charts, we will come together as a class to make a “class” chart where we will pick the best ideas that each group has to offer and make one big chart. The students will need to copy this down for their notes and I will base most of the test on this chart and other notes they have taken. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): Students will be asked to make a copy of the chart that they make in their groups for their notes. They are encouraged, but not required, to make note cards to help study. 
VI. Independent Practice: Independent practice is not appropriate for this assignment other than the students outside dedication to familiarizing themselves to the concepts presented to them in the classroom.

Plans for Individual Differences: For students who are absent that day, I will ask them to join a group once they return to school and have the group fill them in. They will still have to take the test at the end of the week but they can see me for additional tutoring, if need be. 
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Rubric for group work:
'A' chart: Goals are classified according to chart headings; the analysis shows an understanding of the character and the assigned reading; the chart is organized and easy to read; the format is neat, orderly, accurate, and complete; spelling, punctuation, capitalization are correct.

'B' chart: Goals are mostly classified according to chart headings; the analysis mostly shows understanding of the character; the chart is mostly organized and easy to read with clear labels and heading; the format is mostly neat and orderly, complete, and accurate; mechanics are mostly correct.

'C' chart: The chart classification clearly indicates character goals; the analysis only somewhat shows an understanding of the character; the chart is somewhat organized with difficult to read labels and headings; the format is somewhat neat, orderly, complete, and accurate; mechanics are somewhat correct.

'D' chart: Goals are not classified; the analysis demonstrates no understanding of the character; the chart is not organized; the format is not neat, orderly, accurate, or complete; mechanics stink.
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
