Subject(s): English II
Topic or Unit of Study (Title):  Personal Narratives: Elements
Grade Level:  10th
Materials:  Writer’s Choice: Grammar and Composition, Paper, Pencil, Thinking Brain
Summary (and Rationale):  At the end of the lesson, students will be able to identify elements of a personal narrative by writing their own. Students must practice their writing skills as well as developing personal narratives. If students are able to learn the steps behind writing a personal narrative then they will be more successful when asked to write one on their own. 
I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10 minutes]
The night before the lesson, students will be asked to read chapters 4.1 and 4.2 (pgs. 170-179) in their textbooks. This will provide an initial point of discussion where I will ask the students what they know about writing a personal narrative. We will discuss as a class what we know and what we learned from the reading as well as answer any residual questions the students may have. The students can draw conclusions to “A Farewell to Arms” as they will be the majority of the way through the book by then.
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

	Students will be able to identify elements of a personal narrative on multiple levels including: the structure, development, and editing processes in an essay according to the rubric.  
	Students will demonstrate their prowess of the elements of personal narratives by writing a personal narrative of their own that will be no less than 3 pages in length, typed, Times New Roman, double spaced.

III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [30 minutes]
After our discussion of what a personal narrative is, the students and I will examine several short stories that are examples of personal narratives. (I found some excellent ones here: http://examples.yourdictionary.com/narrative-essay-examples.html) As a class we will dissect the samples and see if we can begin to determine what elements are crucial to the development of a personal narrative. The students will make assumptions about what they think these elements should be based on their readings and their own experiences. As a class we will determine which elements we deem correct and concordant and make a list that the students will write down for their use when writing their own narratives. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [40 minutes]
The students will be given a worksheet with several prompts. They are to pick one and spend 30 minutes writing. If they decide they don’t like the prompt after they begin writing, they are able to change it once. At the end they must have at least one page of writing. Students will be given the option to share their stories with the class by reading aloud and those that do will receive candy as a reward (or a suitable substitute should they be allergic or unable to have sugar) I found a list of wonderful prompts here: http://www2.asd.wednet.edu/pioneer/barnard/wri/narr.htm
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [10 minutes]
As a final reiteration the students will be assigned a personal narrative writing assignment that is due at the end of the week. The narrative should be at least 3 pages, typed, and double spaced in Times New Roman 12 point font. The story can be a continuation of what they wrote in class or a completely unrelated topic. The story must incorporate all of the elements that we have incorporated in class or points will be deducted as stated in the assignment and rubric. 
VI. Independent Practice: [As much as needed]
This will include the time the students spend working on their narrative outside of class.

Plans for Individual Differences: 

Flexible Grouping (roles in groups)- Students will be broken into groups. Each group is responsible for a certain section of the reading on personal narratives. They will present their section to the rest of the class to help alleviate lecture time and make students responsible for their own learning.
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Writing Prompts:

1) You are trapped on an elevator with your favorite celebrity. You must tell the story of how you communicate with them from your perspective in narrative form with the condition that you are unable to speak because of a recent surgery on your throat. Ready and go!

2) You must write a novel to all future high school freshman explaining the do’s and don’ts of freshman year. You have to be specific with your examples. Remember to do this in narrative form. Please, no vulgarity here. Ready and go!

3) Write a letter to your future yourself. This can be yourself 5 years from now, 10 years from now, 100 years from now….whenever!  What would you say? What advice do you have? Don’t forget to stress those narrative elements. Ready and go!
